In either class, you must also pass a written 
examination and a 200 yard swim test prior to 
receiving your certification card and completion 
certificate.

$175.00 for pool training and finally $95.00 for 
Open Water Checkouts. By offering courses in 
this manner, you're never in the position oflosing 
your complete investment and you always have 
the option of completing your pool and or 
checkout dives at your vacation destination 
through our Universal Referral Program.
